Rick presented the approach for SysML RFI:
· Rick to develop a short summary of take aways of the RFI and present to the roadmap group. Schedule that meeting around mid-May. 
· Need to make sure we don’t draw “bad conclusions” based on a 2009 feedback.
· Sandy: We may consider another (online) survey if we decide it would be useful
· Rick: A&D companies don’t have access to internet surveys
· Yves: we should ask if we addressed the points from the 2009 RFI or not
· Rick: the culture has changed since then
· Sandy: the scope is wider than the RTF, since in the roadmap we may include things like library specification that might not be in the specification
· Yves: I would like to know if the next SysML is 1.6 or a new RFP
· Sandy: I agree that this should come out of the roadmap
