Test Case #10 Status:

Submissions from Rhapsody and Modelio have been checked into SVN. The Rhapsody submission may be updated in the future.
Peter Denno is working on a new version of his online validation tool to support our SysML testing and has targeted June 17 for completion.

Narijus described a problem in the valid.xmi with the direction of the flow property and flow spec. He will fix this in the valid.xmi. Another problem is that the namespace name should be xmlns:SysML instead of xmlns:SysML_Profile. Maged indicated that he was not able to find a normative meta-model for UML 2.3. It was asserted that none exist, but there will be one for UML 2.4.
Potential Model Difference Tool:

We currently have 10 test cases and a valid.xmi file for each one. Peter Denno indicated that he would like to build a tool that would allow someone to compare one of these valid.xmi files to an XMI submission. One of the biggest challenges will be to find a way to handle those situations where the specification allows the order in which things are listed to be arbitrary.
