Test Case #11 Status:
At the time of the telecom, 4 out of 6 vendors have checked in their exports. One day later we have 5 out of 6. We plan to start import testing after the telecom next week.

Nerijus said he thought that the requirement attribute "isAbstract" should be removed from the valid.xmi. We agreed. Ed will remove all instances including the one on block “E1”. Ed noticed that the valid.xmi has several attributes with visibility=public that should also be removed. Ed will remove them too.
Nerijus said he would enter the issues he found with other exports into our bugzilla repository.
Canonical XMI: 
Peter Denno said there are many rules that define how ordering will be done. He plans to have a new version of the validator later today that will convert XMI into canonical XMI using all of these new rules. He will also create the canonical XMI for test cast #3 and check it in.
Pete Rivett has created a document about canonical XMI, which among other things will describe the new process for testing model interchange. This document will be reviewed at the Cambridge OMG meeting. Upon completion it will be checked into SVN and placed on the WIKI.
We are not quite done with canonical XMI. Peter will look into a new way to generate unique IDs that will be based on a combination of the qualified name plus the type. Nerijus said there is another issue about how binary data should be stored in XML.
