Test Case #11 Status:
Etienne reported he is able to import the valid.xmi for this test case, but not the XMI from other vendors. It appears this problem will not be resolved by the end of the week. In addition, EA has not submitted an export. So, we will postpone the conclusion of TC #11. This will give us more time to prepare for TC #12 and TC #13. 
Test Case #12 Discussion:
In our face-to-face meeting last week, Atego accepted an action to create a new set of diagrams and the corresponding XMI for this test case.

Test Case #13 Discussion:
Simon found a few problems with the valid.xmi for this test case. It appears that Etienne is having trouble producing correct XMI due to some known issues. Unfortunately Etienne  lost connection during the middle of the telecom. We will report more details by next week.
Canonical XMI: 
Peter has made a number of comments and suggestions to the Canonical XMI document. Pete will review them later this week. He will also extract the MIWG specific information into a second document that will be made available on the WIKI. The remaining general-purpose information will be given an OMG document number and put on the OMG server.
Peter has added another check into validator to detect if an input file has serialized the opposite of a property declared to be composite. This new check detected an error in some of the valid.xmi files including the file for test case #2.
