Test Case #12 Status:
This test case has two parts (one for SysML and the other for UML). They both have an XML error. Peter has fixed a local copy of these files, and we saw the results when he submitted his local copy to the validator. The validator reported numerous errors. The list of errors was almost identical for both files.

Some of the reported errors were problems with the XMI file and some were actually problems with an inconsistency between the UML 2.2 spec and the UML 2.2 metamodel. We believe the spec to be correct and the mistakes are in the metamodel.

Our strategy is to fix the problems with the UML 2.2 metamodel. We will also check the UML 2.4 metamodel to be sure it is correct. Once this is done; the valid.xmi files will be resubmitted to the validator. The remaining problems reported by the validator should actually be problems with the valid.xmi.

Peter found an XML problem with the valid.xmi. There was also a type problem that has been reported in a previous MIWG email. The validator does not report any other errors with the valid.xim file. Peter will put the fixed XMI file in the MIWG SVN repository.
