Plan to Complete Phase 2 by the end of October:
We have set a target to complete Phase 2 testing by the end of October. This includes making vendor exports publically available. Users will be able to take these exports and run the test cases themselves or try to import them directly into your favorite tool. All vendors have completed the majority of the MIWG test cases and some have completed them all. Vendors are requested to indicate which test cases they plan to make publically available.
New features for the NIST tool:
The NIST validator is ready for the completion of phase 2. In addition, Peter Denno is working on an enhancement to support the dynamic loading of a UML profile. He is also working on another enhancement to make it easier for average users to understand the results. He expects the UML profile enhancement to be ready in a few days, and the ease of understanding enhancement to be ready in a few weeks.
Phase 3 Testing:
We will begin phase 3 testing after phase 2 is complete. It will begin with a couple of SoaML test cases.
Potential topics for OMG MIWG meeting in December:
MIWG has achieved a lot of great things such as fixes to UML, SysML and their associated OCL. Vendor tools have been improved. We would like to discuss this along with suggestions about the best time to transition to UML 2.4 and possibly a discussion about support of SoaML.
