Plan to Complete Phase 2 by the end of October:
Simon provided an analysis of test case 7, which will be reviewed by Mickael and Ed. Maged is working on test cases 4&5, Pete is working on test cases 6&8, and Dan is working on test case 9. We had set a goal to complete the debugging of all test cases by today (October 17). This would have given vendors the final two weeks of October to complete their exports. It now appears that test case debugging will take another week or two, and this will cause a corresponding delay in the completion of phase 2.
WiKi enhancements and reorganization:
Users may be wondering what can be done with the stuff that MIWG makes available at the end of phase 2. Ed has an action (found below) to provide a description of usage scenarios. Today we decided that he should create a press release as well.
Ed also plans to reorganize the contents of the MIWG WiKi. The front page will be designed for casual users or first time users. It will provide a context overview, along with some details about the test sweet, the test results, and a link to the validator. Things such as test guidelines, and rules of engagements are probably not of interest to casual users. They will remain publically available, but be moved to additional web pages.
