SoaML:

Previously we estimated that it will take 4-5 test cases to provide good coverage of SoaML. Ed will attempt to verify this estimate by providing the names of these test cases. He has already checked-in the first draft of the first SoaML test case (i.e., test case #17). Vendors are requested to conduct a review of TC#17 and be ready to discuss it next week.
Roadmap:
We decided that our existing test cases will remain on UML version 2.3 and SysML version 1.2. Our next test case will use SoaML, and later we plan to start testing UPDM. Both SoaML and UPDM are based on UML 2.3. We have postponed a decision on when to transition to UML 2.4.1 and SysML 1.3.
Our existing test cases cover the majority of UML and SysML, but there is always more that could be done. Pete wrote an email with suggestions for additional UML tests, and he will resend it to the MIWG email list. Sandy will provide the names of additional SysML test cases.
“Industrial Strength” Model Interchange:
We discussed “industrial strength” scenarios in our Santa Clara meeting. In the round-trip scenario; a tool exports a model, a second tool imports it, and then re-exports it, and finally the first tool imports the file that was exported from the second tool. The first tool should not experience any loss of information from this exercise. The delta-XMI scenario adds more difficulty by having the second tool make a change to the model before exporting it. In this case; the first tool should see the modification, and it should also see no loss of unrelated information.
