SoaML:

Ed has started to produce the valid XMI for test case #17. He plans to check in his first draft later today. It may have errors that have been detected by the validator. Minor errors include things such as the serialization of default values. The draft may also have a couple of significant errors. We know it will have the incorrect namespace URI for SoaML because the correct URI has not been published. We hope the correct URI will be published very soon.
The validator can be used to validate any type of XMI file including a UML profile.  The SoaML profile should be validated before it is published.

Tools that support to SoaML may come with a preloaded copy of the SoaML profile. Tools that do not claim to work with SoaML may indeed work with it if the user first loads the SoaML profile before loading and using a SoaML model.
UPDM:
Some vendors plan to participate in a UPDM interchange demonstration that will be conducted at the "DoD Enterprise Architecture Conference and Meeting", which will be held April 30 through May 3 in Miami Florida. More information can be found at the following link:

If Dan can obtain a copy of the test case that was developed at the last OMG meeting in Santa Clara, he will check it in. Otherwise he will make up a simple UPDM test case and check it in.
