Status of SoaML Test Case:

Ed still needs to do some clean up on test case 17 for SoaML/collaborations and produce a plain UML. However, he will probably not be able to get to that this week, due to the lead up to the OMG 4-week deadline on Aug 13, and he will be away next week. However, he should be able to get the test case wrapped up the week after that. 

Status of UPDM Test Case(s):
Simon and J. D. are still not done with their test cases, but they expect to have review versions committed to the trunk this week. They will send emails when they have the tests committed, and the group should then review them.

Today we saw a draft of two new UPDM test cases! Simon is working on test case 20, and J. D. is working on test case 22. Each test case will have one diagram and a modest amount of XMI. 

Status of Federated Test Cases:
Peter has updated the validator to handle multi-file models. He has tested it on Pete’s federation test case. One issue is that the model browser only shows the second (referencing) model, not the first (referenced) model, but you can still navigate to the reference model.

MIWG release 12 is the latest. It contains 16 test cases. We anticipate that release 13 will contain the following new test cases:
