Contents for Release 13:
We plan to release the next snapshot of our test cases within the next couple of weeks. Test cases 17-20 are nearly ready, and test cases 21-22 may also be ready. At this time we tentatively plan to hold release 13 on October 1st, but this date will be finalized during our weekly telecon on Monday September 24th.  During the September 24th telecon we will also make the decision on which test cases will be included.
Improved Coverage of UML 2.3:
Today Ed presented the attached spread sheet, which contains the complete list of UML meta-classes that are not covered by any of our existing MIWG test cases. He has partitioned these meta-classes into 13 proposed new test cases. Sandy Friedenthal has previously provided a list of 5 new SysML test cases to complete the coverage of SysML.
Ed plans to begin creating the 13 new UML test cases and he proposed to begin with components, deployments, and templates because they have not been covered at all. We haven't done any timing constraints either, but timing diagrams are not usually implemented in UML tools and thus we must put timing constraints on other types of diagrams such as activity diagrams or a sequence diagrams.

Ed proposes to defer testing Interactions because it isn’t clear how they should be done in UML 2.3. In fact, they may be deferred until we begin working on UML 2.4.1.
Federated Models:
We agreed that we need to define a roadmap of federated test cases before our December meeting in Burlingame. It should cover 1) model libraries, 2) multiple versions of a model in separate XMI files (with some things changing and some things not changing), 3) resolution of conflicts among multiple XMI files, 4) modularizing a model with composition links across XMI files, and 5) serialization of the application of a profile separate from the model to which the profile is applied.
