Status of the Validator:
The validator supports both UPDM versions 2.0.1 and 2.1. A few weeks ago we decided to keep MIWG at 2.0.1. However, Lonnie said he would try submitting a 2.1 file to the validator.
Status of Release 14:
All tests cases for release 14 are ready except for test case 22. It has a valid diagram and valid XMI, but J.D. needs to check in the valid-canonical.xmi file. 
Status of Release 15:
Test cases 40-43 have been set aside for UPDM, and the following is their status:

· TC 40: Has a valid diagram, but no XMI
· TC 41: Has a valid diagram and valid XMI, but no canonical XMI
· TC 42: Need to remove diagram 1 (because it is not needed), and add information about data types and cardinality, etc. to diagram 2
· TC 43: Has a valid diagram. It also has XMI and canonical XMI, which are valid except that they have some unneeded namespace definitions, and the names of these XMI files did not follow the naming convention listed on the WIKI
