Status of the Validator:
The validator supports both UPDM versions 2.0.1 and 2.1. Peter will check to see if a potentially out-of-date profile for UPDM 2.1 has been loaded into the validator. This will not affect MIWG Release 14 because we are using 2.0.1. We plan to transition to version 2.1 in Release 15. 
Status of Release 14:
The valid diagrams and XMI for all tests cases of release 14 are complete. Ed will create the release, and vendors can begin to check in their exports.
Status of Release 15:
Test cases 40-43 have been set aside for UPDM, and the following is their status:

· TC 40: Has a valid diagram, but no XMI
· TC 41: Has a valid diagram, but the XMI references an out-of-date profile application
· TC 42: Has a valid diagram, but XMI makes references to an undefined namespace instead of the UPDM namespace, and it does not have a profile application
· TC 43: Has a valid diagram, but the XMI has unneeded proprietary MagicDraw namespace definitions, and it references an out-of-date profile application
