SysML adoption issues

Uwe presented his approach for SysML adoption issues. His main interest PLM/PDM integration.

Classification/categorization of adoption issues (slide 4):

· Sandy: Maybe it is worthwhile to identify the stakeholder influnced by a class of adoption issues (for example a practitioner, a program manager, etc.)

· Yves: the purpose of the classification should be to allow assigning those issues to a specific kind of group. For example language issues should go to the SysML RTF, methodology issues should go to methodologies, integration issues should go to tool vendors, etc.

· We should differentiate between tool issues, e.g. lack of compliance, and deployment issues (e.g. re-use of models)

· Roger: The classification should be further discussed. We can also discuss how wide the acceptance/adoption of SysML wrt. to the alternatives as a potential adoption issue.

PDM Tools Requirements (slide 6):

· PDM tools should represent SysML structure and things like network structure

· Sandy: but PDM/PLM tools are not authoring tools. Do you mean that they should have more granularity?

· Uwe: Yes – I mean granularity to handle SE objects
