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The Presentation Layer is layer 6 of the 7-layer Open Systems Interconnection (OSI) Model. It is used to
present data to the Application Layer (layer 7) in an accurate, well-defined and standardized format.

The Presentation Layer is sometimes called the Syntax Layer.
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
