TrueNAS supports Windows, macOS and Unix
clients and various virtualization hosts such as XenServer and VMware using the SMB, AFP, NFS, iSCSI,
SSH, rsync and FTP/TFTP protocols. Advanced TrueNAS features include full-disk encryption and a plug-in
architecture for third-party software.
