Validator:
Peter Denno has updated the Validator to support SysML v1.2 and UML 1.3. Only one issue remains in the valid.xmi in the release 8 branch. We believe the OCL in the UML 2.3 standard is wrong because it says that the source must be an actor. Peter Denno will put this issue in bugzilla and file it with the UML RTF.

Test Case #10 Status:

As of 28 June 2010 Rhapsody, Atego, and Modelio have all exported test case 10. Rhapsody and Modelio plan to update their export. No Magic and IBM RSX are working on their exports. Some imports have been attempted, but none have been reported. 

Maged Elaasar provided a list of the issues he found with the valid.xmi. A lot have been fixed. There is one issue related to the use of “aggregationKind” and another issue related to the use of “association” vs. “owningAssociation” that Pete will analyze later this week. A third issue is whether the name of an interface should be written in italics. Simon will update the diagram with italics and Pete will raise an issue for the UML RTF.
