Test Case #10 Status: 
The following is the status of the exports for TC #10. We agreed to proceed with the imports for review at next weeks telecom. 

· Atego – Export ready for import and is close to valid XMI. Still need to fix connector ownership issue, but this should not impact the exports.

· Modelio 1.2 – Export ready for import. Still have some tool issues that need to be addressed.

· RSx 8.x –  Export ready for import. Importing vendors will need to manually modify the non standard URI to the standard URI. Maged will send out instructions.

· Rhapsody 7.5.2.X – Mickael will update their export with a clean version later this week and send out a notice when it is available.
No Magic – Sandy received commitment from Nerijus that he will be posting (this was done outside the MIWG telecom)

· Sprax  – No input received

Test Case #11 Status:
Pete, Ed, and all vendors are requested to provide review and comment by next weeks telecom on TC #11 which is posted to the trunk. Simon posted this over one month ago, and we need to finalize.


Canonical XMI Proposal: 
Pete will prepare a draft proposal for the Canonical XMI approach that will include the motivation, technical approach, and plan. He will also include a place holder to discuss how this canonical XMI will be used in support of an overall testing process for future testing that is more scalable than the current approach. This approach will be discussed with Peter Denno to discuss the role that NIST could potentially play in future testing. Pete also said that he is in discussions with Peter Denno on the QVT transformation for the canonical XMI, and that we should target Test Case #2 (Advanced Class Diagrams) as a test case for the transformation.

Vendor Interchange Capability Matrix – Dense Format: 
Roy posted the dense format for the Vendor Interchange Capability Matrix to the SVN Trunk under Documents. We agreed we need to transition to this format. At next weeks telecom, we will spend some time reviewing the transition. Roy is requested to provide instructions for interpreting the data elements in the form to ensure this is unambiguous. Our intent is to transition to this matrix as part of the TC#10 results.

We will have an MIWG face to face meeting on Monday, September 20 from 09:00 – 12:00 EDT in conjunction with the OMG meeting. Our agenda will include review or our progress and plans, and preparation for the Interoperability Demonstration at the December OMG meeting.
