Test Case #10 Status:

Nerijus said that NoMagic has checked in a new version of their export file that was produced with the new 16.9 version of MagicDraw. The new version of MagicDraw has all known XMI problems fixed. He would like all vendors to import the new file checked into SVN rather than the old one produced by version 16.8.

Nerijus said that MagicDraw correctly recognizes the SysML profile in the valid.xmi file and in the file produced by Modelo, but not in the the files produced by the other vendors. The result is that MagicDraw treats the profile as just another profile and not the standardized SysML profile. Narijus said he would do import testing and document his results later this week.
Nerijus pointed out that the namespace attributes for both test case #10 and test case #11 were incorrectly defined to be an attribute of the uml:Model element instead of the xmi:XMI element.
Test Case #11 Status:
Pete and Ed have not had a chance to review the valid.xmi file for this test case. We want to start TC #11 testing next Monday. Nerijus found a problem with the href description on line 16. It refers to SysML version 1.1 instead of version 1.2.
Vendor Interchange Capability Matrix – Dense Format: 
Roy said that vendors should enter seven rows in the matrix for each test case. One row describes how their export passed the Validator, one row describes how well their tool read the valid.xmi, and five rows describe how their tool read the exports from the other participating vendors. We decided to use comma separated format instead of Microsoft Excel.
