Updates on testing for TC #12 and TC #13:
Both exports and imports have been checked in for EA and Modelio. Exports have been checked in for Artisan Studio, RSx, and Rhapsody, and nothing has been checked in from MagicDraw. Vendors who anticipate that it will be a long time before they can check-in their import diagrams are requested to check-in a text file with a brief explanation that will serve as a place holder until the import diagrams can be produced.
Status of definition for TC #14 and TC #15:
No change from last week.
Canonical XMI Status:
Mickael tried to import the canonical XMI for test case 01, but had a problem because the XMI version was not present. Pete said this was optional in XMI version 2.1 and has been removed for XMI 2.4. Vendors should be using the XMI namespace. After Mickael added the XMI version by hand he was successful importing canonical XMI into Rhapsody.

Previously we have said that multiple tools have trouble reading canonical XMI because they are expecting certain things to be serialized with XML attributes instead of XML elements. Both Simon and Etienne said they would provide a list of the things their tool expects to be XML attributes.

Model Interchange Status and Direction Briefing:
MIWG would like to give a briefing of our status and direction at the OMG meeting in Washington DC on Wednesday March 23rd. We requested 90 minutes on the ADTF schedule, but were granted 60 minutes. Some of us were concerned that this limited amount of time would not be enough to entice the US government officials that will be invited.

Len suggested that we provide a 30 minute briefing to the ADTF, where we can assume familiarity with XMI and possible familiarity with canonical XMI. He also agreed that we would do better with a separate 90 minute briefing for people not familiar with model interchange topics. This longer briefing would allow more time for introduction and for Q&A. It would also allow us to keep our preferred timeslot of 10:30-Noon EST.
