Status of testing for TC #14:
Mickael found that the profile application of SysML profile is missing in the valid.xmi. Ed will fix. Once this was added Mickael found the problem where the valid.xmi file references a quantity kind that is not in the normative file. We already know about this problem and have given it action item number 110110-01 (see below).

Both Etienne and Simon have not done the export of TC #14 due to a problem with their tool, but both believe their problem will be fixed in the near future.

Status of testing for TC #15:
Mickael attempted to read the valid.xmi with his tool and found an HREF to SysML that shouldn't be there. Ed will remove. He also found some new UML 2.2/2.3 features are not supported by Rhapsody.

Etienne found an issue with his tool that is exposed by this test case, but he nonetheless expects to create his export by next week.
