Vendor Export Status:
Simon update us on his status as follows:

He is completing updates to all test cases except 9 and 15, and is currently working on TC 7 (state machines). He has seen a wide range in reported errors from the canonical XMI report. Examples are:

TC 1, 16: 0 - 1

TC 2: 30

TC 4: 80

TC 5: 200

TC 12: 26, 28

Other TC’s: 8,10,13, 20,30  

Simon has reported his issues in Bugzilla, which will serve as an excellent input for further analysis. It is expected that many of the issues are associated with either the Valid XMI or possibly with issues on how the Canonical XMI differences are identified and reported.

Valid XMI Issues and Status: 
Based on Simon’s canonical XMI test case results, many of the reported errors in the canonical XMI appear to be associated with the name and id matching. In further discussion, it appears as though names may be in the Valid XMI that do not appear on the diagram. There was further discussion on what items must have a name, and if so, these must be reflected on the diagram. The follow-on actions are identified below. In particular, Peter D will review and update the algorithm for generating names and id’s in the XMI, and will refer to the algorithm proposed for the canonical XMI RFC. In addition, Pete R will assess the issues and prepare resolutions TC #2, with support from Ed, Simon, and Peter D.
