· Improve validator diff report to give more meaningful results -- Lead by Peter Denno
· Improved vendor participation -- Vendor representatives on telecon agreed to help
· Phase III test planning: UPDM -- Len Levine, UML/SoaML -- Ed Seidewitz, SysML -- Sandy Friedenthal
