Enhancement to validator/diff reporting tool:
Peter gave a demo of the latest enhancement to the NIST tool. It now provides a table, which gives a side-by-side comparison between test case canonical XMI elements and the corresponding elements from the user's submitted XMI file. This new table makes it easier to find the precise location where differences are detected.
This demo was oriented toward vendors and experienced users. In a couple of weeks Peter will give another demo, which will show what is available for average users.
Review of test case XMI:
We now believe that the valid.xmi for test case #02 is correct. Test case #01 was already correct. This week Pete will begin work on the valid.xmi for TC #03. It may seem like it is slow going on these old test cases, but the new test cases are generally believed to be in better shape.
