Issues with the machine readable UPDM profile XMI file (Graham coordinating with UPDM team and Ed):
The UPDM profile checked into SVN has the correct URI, but this URI still needs to be attached to all of the sub-profiles in the file. Ed plans to add them later this week. Once this is complete; we think we will have a valid UPDM profile XMI file. The UPDM RTF will need to decide whether they want to release it as is or make additional changes. Their goal is to release a file for UPDM version 2.0.1.

Resolutions to the 2 urgent UPDM Issues (UPDM RTF):
Roy created a resolution file, which had some sections missing. The members of the UPDM RTF will fill in the missing sections and issue it for a ballot to all of their members.

Load UPDM Profile into Validator (Peter):
Peter has loaded both the SoaML profile and the UPDM profile into the validator. Users can now skip the step of preloading the profile. Users can now validate any UML, SysML, SoaML, or UPDM XMI file by simply uploading the XMI file itself. In addition, vendors can validate their exports for the SoaML test case #17 and for the UPDM test case B.

Update and Validate UPDM Test Case (Simon):
We agreed that the UPDM diagram provided by Simon is correct. It now has all of the stereotypes explicitly shown. Dan and Graham were able to load the corresponding XMI file.
Today we decided to change the visibility of the ports from private to public. Once Simon has made this change he will submit it to the validator for validation.
