Issues with the machine readable UPDM profile XMI file (Graham coordinating with UPDM team and Ed):
The validator still produces a list of errors with our latest valid.xmi file. After some discussion, we agreed that one of these problems should be resolved by an urgent issue to the UPDM RTF, and the rest should be resolved through the normal RTF process.

The urgent problem is that there is a mandatory property in the profile XMI file with a name of "URL/URI". XML rules do not allow a slash in a name. We agreed to change the name to "URI". Ed has made the change and checked it into SVN.

Resolutions to the 2 urgent UPDM Issues (UPDM RTF):
Graham said that the ballot for the UPDM urgent issues will be discussed in a telecon later this week. He anticipates the ballot will be ready for a vote by the UPDM RTF by next week.

Load UPDM Profile into Validator (Peter):
Now that the new version of the UPDM profile XMI file has been checked into SVN; Peter can begin the process of loading it into the validator.

Update and Validate UPDM Test Case (Simon):
Simon has put blank values in the valid.xmi where the UPDM profile mistakenly requires a value. This eliminates some of the error messages, but some error messages remain due to the non-urgent issues mentioned above. Our strategy will be to keep the list of expected messages for this test case on the WiKi. We will need to keep this list on the WiKi until version 2.1 of UPDM is released.
