Homophones (e.g. with regional variations (context) eg. Buoy, Router)
Policy on homophones: We don’t care about homophones.
(because we are dealing with writing)
For every homophonic usage there would be another contextual variation (e.g. British / US) that is not worth trying to capture for written definitions
Pigeon / pidgin
· Since we are not dealing with audio natural language processing (Dragon etc.)
What we produce:
Outputs:
· Tables
· Stand-alone sets (wiki page, etc.)
· Document inserts (references etc.)
Q: Would we go as far as to take the template of an RFC directly, or just components of that? 
The above blurs 2 things:
Content:
· Term Definition Synonym etc.
· Abbreviations
· References
Formats (incl document plugins)
· Table
· Could be in a wiki page (1 table = the page) OR
· A document (RF* document) insert
· Wiki pages / definition per page
· Definition per table row
· Free form (e.g. References
In IIC, the same table is used for Terms and for Abbreviation
In OMD RFP/RFI Template: separate tables for Terms, Abbreviations, and a separate list for References
Tests for this: 
Finance DTF e.g. Digital Currency RFI
Wiki Questions
Seems we can’t have a complex wiki page in the way we have it set up on the OMG style
What about:
Free form text + a table on the wiki page? 
Can also include graphics as well.
And indication of the Context
Wiki alternatives
· Page per term
· Page of the table of all the terms
Page per Term – can have as much as we want – see various prototypes: 
· Diagram
· Name of the term
· Definition
· Supplementary material*:
· Description
· Usage notes and recommendation
· Examples
· Other ‘note to entry’ – label for Scope Note
· Other kinds of notes (see metadata wishlist)
· Synonyms
· Parent terms
· Relationships (properties, necessary conditions, whatever)
* these may have different user-facing labels, than what we know the term as in th metadata element names e.g. skos:usageNote = ‘Note to Entry’ to user. 
Page per Term challenges:
Nick’s method: page per word
What we want: Page per Concept
(with the words clearly identifiable)
Contextual usage is of words, so …
(we haven’t thought what this would look like yet): per Word, this Word references this Concept in this Context)
How to present that to the user in a wiki page remains to be designed. 
Table View
Applies to Terms and Definitions’ and to ‘Abbreviations’
Other kind of Wiki page OR document insert (for RF*) is table of Term and Definin or of Abbreivation and Term, with additional metadata, defininitions etc. 
Maybe: have that kind of Table as an index to individual Pages

The definition could even be a link?
Principle there are different types of tables. 
e.g. Table of Contents to the various Definitions
What people want to be able to do if they land on the wiki, is go to the table for what they can find there. (instead or or as well as a menu tree on the left)
Then let menu could be:
· Terms and Definitions
· Abbreviations
· References
(just like the sections in a template document)
References: 
Could also be a table, with more information on a stand-alone page for each. 
And / or that table has hyperlinks to the definitive source
Allow for: additional internal page with our (TF’s) own:
· Reviews
· Rationale for this reference
· Other helpful stuff
So the wiki is useful to humans. 
Might feed in to:
(see last week): references unsed internally within the VCoI arrangements i.e. 
· Term Origin
· Term Adapted From
These have: 
· A document (may have a URI, or a ISBN etc.)
· A term or entry etc. within that source. 
May be a challenge for different kinds of internal referencing.
Where relevant for us: 
· Paragraphs in some regulation (paragraph or clause numbers)
· Standards = clause number
· Term names in e.g. FIBIM or FpML or ISO 20022 etc. 
· May differ for the label we give to that concept
· Sometimes it’s a synonym
· EquityV02 (never a synonym)
There’s a lot internal to References that may not be needed in a RF* Insert References list (just needs to top line document) but MAY be needed in other metadata for TermOrigin etc. where we need chapter to verse. 
Process
Review slide
Need to center on Concept not ‘Term’
Need feedback loop
These are an input to that process
· References 
· Current ontology
· Context ontology
E.g. we have already have defined this concept under another term
· Need that feedback loop
All the kinds of output have to feed into the next level
References: Might not ontologize all those
· Miscellaneous or uncategorized things, not yet processed formally: are also references
Flow
All end up flowing through to:
· Update to the Concepts pages
· Addition to References
· New Abbreviations point to new or existing Concepts 
· Synonyms refer to existing Concepts
Also the ’defined elsewhere’ policy at IIC – how to allow for variants of that. 
Our original 11 terms feed into this process
· Exercise this process next time on those 11 terms and see what lands where
· Use that to refine the two process flows:
· Triage
· Concepts definition and review / sign-off
